Of the Interagency Working Group
Dear Mykola Yanovych,
Trade facilitation has gone top in the context of Ukrainian integration in the European and world markets. Ukraine needs improvement of regulative and information provision of international trade, whose one of the principal elements is the goods transportation across the borders.
In pursuance of your task concerning the creation of the conditions for the goods documentary clearance technology facilitation in Ukraine for the purpose of increasing the international trade volumes, on 1 June 2011 an international seminar on the said issue was held in Odessa under the auspice of the European Economic Commission (UNEEC), Ukrainian National Committee of the International Chamber of Commerce  (ICC Ukraine), National Institute of Strategic Studies and with participation of the Ukrainian business representatives.

Ya. Kubish, Executive Secretary of UNEEC, rated the outcomes of the above mentioned seminar high and requested the Prime-Minister of Ukraine to support the initiative of ICC Ukraine as to the implementation of the “Single Window – Local Solution” pilot project in Ukraine. In pursuance of the corresponding tasks given by Head of Government an Interagency Working Groups for the introduction of the “Single Window – Local Solution” system in the operations area of Pivdenna Customs House and Odessa Region Ports (IWG) was organized and commenced its activity in December 2011.

The Group has achieved considerable progress pending two years. Actually, the possibility of exchanging the information on the shipped and accepted cargoes between consignors and consignees of the goods, state bodies and ports via the Unified Information System (UIS) – regional “single window” – has been realized from the first time.

The introduction of UIS, first on the local level with the intention of using that experience in the implementation of the national “local window”, brings Ukraine nearer to the European Union trade development strategy, as the European Union countries have already adopted the program of the “single window” national mechanisms network development, which will provide for the information exchange on the basis of the UN and World Customs Organisation standards. Establishment of the systems of similar design in ports, airports and other large traffic centres, and exchange of the harmonized information on the regional and international levels will enable a substantial time-saving resulting in curtailment of expenses for transportation of goods across borders.

At the same time, as it has already been reported, in the course of the Group’s activity certain instability of its meetings attendance by the representatives of the state bodies was observed, which means that the level of understanding of such work importance for the Ukrainian economy competitiveness ensuring is quite low. 

The 11th Meeting of IWG planned for 10 December 2013 will be of summarizing character. At the Meeting the leaders of the central executive bodies will be able to give real estimate of their specialists contribution to the implementation of the project serving as a base for the groundwork of the national arrangements for the international trade and transport facilitation and demonstrate to the civil society their actual urge towards improvement of life in this country and strengthening its international image.

Besides, the meeting will be a good information motive and platform for discussing this state further steps towards integration in the world business community. 

Given the stated above, we request you to entrust the leaders of the following central executive bodies, the IWG members, with a task to send their core deputies to take part in the 11th summarising Meeting of the Interagency Working Group:
Ministry of Revenue and Duties of Ukraine;

Ministry of Agrarian Policy and Food of Ukraine;

Ministry of Health of Ukraine;
Ministry of Environment and Natural Resources of Ukraine;

Ministry of Infrastructure of Ukraine;

Ministry of Finance of Ukraine;

Ministry of Economic Development and Trade of Ukraine;

Ministry of Foreign Affairs of Ukraine;

Ministry of Internal Affairs of Ukraine;

Security Service of Ukraine;

Administration of the State Border Service of Ukraine.

Taking this opportunity, let us express our gratitude for the consistent policy in the sphere of economic growth of Ukraine and strengthening its competitiveness in the world scene.
