The State Administration of Railway Transport of Ukraine have studied the Letter dated 03.04.2012 # 223 concerning holding on 26 April 2012 the regular Meeting of the Interdepartmental Working Group for commissioning the “Single Window – Local Solution” technology in the operations area of the Pivdenna (Southern) Custom House and ports of Odessa Region and inform as follows: 


In accordance with the decision of the Meeting of the Interdepartmental Working Group for commissioning the “Single Window – Local Solution” technology in the operations area of the Pivdenna (Southern) Custom House and ports of Odessa Region UKRZALIZNYTSIA present the information on the problematic issues of such technology commissioning.
1. Absence of a Southern Customs structural sub-unit at the checkpoint “Odessa – Lisky”.
In order to normalize the activity at the state border checkpoint in the Odessa Commercial Sea Port and for the purpose of decreasing the accumulation of containerized goods (cargoes) a state border checkpoint for cargo transportation was established in the territory of Container Terminal at the Railway Station “Odessa – Lisky”, Odessa Railway, in accordance with the Order of the Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine dated 08.04.2009 # 381-р. The Order of the Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine dated 13.07.2011 # 803-р approved Action Plan concerning the operation efficiency improvement of the combined transport train “Viking” (hereinafter – the “Plan”).

In accordance with Clause 1 of the Plan the corresponding agencies shall provide for the activity arrangement of the bodies conducting the control in the territory of the Container Terminal “Odessa – Lisky” on the basis of “unified Office” principle.

In spite of the fact that in accordance with the Provision on State Border Checkpoints and Checkpoints approved by Resolution of the Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine dated 18.08.2010 # 751 Ukrainian State Centre of Transport Service “Lisky” have prepared business premises with a total area of 282 sq. m. fully equipped with furniture and office equipment for accommodating the personnel of the Checkpoint “Odessa – Vantazhnyi”, Southern Custom House, and other control bodies representatives in the territory of the Railway Station “Odessa – Lisky”, The State Customs Service have only organized a Customs Clearance Sector including three officers.

However, despite multiple applications to the State Customs Service and Southern Customs, the customs bodies refuse from establishing a customs sub-unit in the territory of the Railway Station “Odessa – Lisky” justifying this by the absence of the corresponding volumes of containers arriving at the checkpoint for customs clearance. 

But the practice shows that only the presence of a full-fledged customs clearance sub-unit in a certain place may provide for the modern logistics and is always a key incentive when the cargo flows are directed to it. 

Such checkpoint functioning, the possibility of the goods (cargoes) customs clearance or other state controls on the basis of “single window” being absent, restrains the volumes of the moved goods which, in its turn, results in the impossibility of fulfilling the tasks entrusted by the state to the railway transport. 
2. Revocation by the Southern Custom House in October 2011 of the Process Scheme of transporting the containerized goods (cargoes) from the territory of the Checkpoint “Odessa Commercial Sea Port” to the Checkpoint at the State Border Odessa – Lisky on the Odessa Railway approved by Order of the Southern Custom House dated 21.07.2009 # 657.

The current technology enabled destressing the berthing facilities of the Odessa Commercial Sea Port by means of directing the containers to the Odessa – Lisky Checkpoint, shortened the time spent for customs procedures, facilitated document circulation between the control services, determined the sequence of control operations and procedure of passing through the state border of containers with the use of motor transport in case of the necessity change a transportation vehicle – from the motor railway one and vice versa in the territory of the Odessa – Lisky Checkpoint.
But any notice being absent such progressive technology of operation was cancelled by the Southern Customs. Such step of the Southern Customs is incomprehensible since Clause 18 of Provision on State Border Checkpoints and Checkpoints approved by Resolution of the Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine dated 18 August 2010 # 751 determines that in accordance with Article 25, Law of Ukraine “On Border Control” the interaction procedure between the control bodies and services, general order and sequence of all controls at the passing checkpoint and control one are defined by the process scheme of passing the persons, transportation vehicles and cargoes through the state border which scheme shall be approved for each passing or control checkpoint.
The multiple applications concerning this question to the Southern Custom House, State Customs Service of Ukraine and consideration of this issue by the joint Meeting of the representative of the State Border Service, State Customs Service, Ukrainian Railway, Odessa Railway, Southern Customs and State Enterprise “The Ukrainian State Centre of Transport Service ‘Lisky’” on 15.12.2011 produced no results concerning return of the Process Scheme and caused no progress in the settlement of the above issue.
3. Incompatibility of software and technical provision of the customs bodies and other state bodies of executive power whose sub-units carry out the state controls at the passing (control) checkpoints
This impedes prompt transfer of the information required by carriers, declarants and other participants of the carriage process for performing their functions relating to movement of cargoes through the customs border of Ukraine and delays the procedure of container clearance in the ports.
