These recommendations are in line with our ongoing cooperation with Ukraine in the
area of trade facilitation. For instance, in response to a request of the Ministry of Economic
Development and Trade and in cooperation with UNCTAD, UNECE carried out an
assessment of the readiness of Ukraine to implement the WTQO Trade Facilitation Ag greement
and helped to draft a national trade facihtation swategy. UNECE also provided advisory,
services to a pilot project on a Port Community System in Odessa, supported by the
Ukrainian private sector, which could provide experience for a national regulatory Single

Window.

Following the discussions at the International Seminar on the Single Window and Data Harmonization,
the participants recommended the following:
I. Further develop a project approach to establishing a national regulatory Single Window in Ukraine.
using the experience of pilot projects and adopting a step-by-step approach to building and
functioning a Single Window. The participants stressed the need to focus on the following:

a. identify a list of regulatory agencies and business community representatives partigipating in the

project;
b. draft a concept of the national Single Window. and define the architecture of information flows;

c. establish the institutional framework (stakeholder working groups) supporting the project:

d. carry out business process analysis and reengineering. which must clarify what barriers (and
risks) exist for logistics operations even before goods go for control by Customs and other

regulatory agencies;
d. integrate. step-by-step, existing information exchange systems in the Single Window mechanism.
and establish an enabling legal framework;

e. identify possible sources of financing for establishing a national regulatory Single Window.

. In order to make further progress with the project, build synergies between the projects presented at
the seminar by public authorities and representatives of the business community with a view to
concentrate the work in one national project for the step-by-step establishment of a national
regulatory Single Window,

The structure of management and responsibilities within the framework of the National Single
Window project should be clearly determined. following the provisions of Decree 364 of the Cabinet

of Ministers of Ukraine.

4. Clearly define what is meant by a regulatory Single Window in Ukraine, taking into account the
definition given in UNECE Recommendation 33:
“... a facility that allows parties involved in trade and transport to lodge standardized
information and documents with a single entry point to fulfil all imporr, export. and
transit-related regudatory requirements. If information is electronic, then individual
data eltements showld only be submitied once.. "



and . if necessary. differentiate it from such related concepts as “single portal for submission of
information™, “single window environment™; port community system: Cargo Clearance System (CCS:
information centre. One-Stop-Shop: coordinated border management; one stop shop at the border: a
shared or joint border crossing point: etc.

As part of the work on implementing the W1TO Trade Facilitation Agreement, Ukraine $cck$ to create
or support a Single Window. which will enable economic operators to submit documentation and data
for import, export and transit of goods only once and in a standard format. Following the official
control of documentation and data by the relevant regulatory agencies. the decisions should be sent to
the applicants again through the Single Window in due course. Information technologies (IT) should
be used to support the Single Window. After the establishment of the Single Window. Ukraine should
periodically notify the WTO Committee on Trade Facilitation on the details of its functioning.

5. Draft a Master Plan for establishing a national regulatory Single Window in Ukraine. which will
define the roles, responsibilities and rights of all parties on every stage of the project development.

6. The list of steps and activities in terms of project implementation may include the following:
